There are also performing arts
anddance optional branded products available that may be purchased and worn within
timetabled sessions.

If you do not attend timetabled sessions in the correct clothing below you may not be
able to participate in the session. This could ultimately jeopardise your achievement
on the course. This will be required from the first day of induction week.

Performing arts students may also be required to purchase one pair of black character
shoes (with black strap) in preparation for the Pantomime, Musical and Performing
Arts Showcase depending on role/s to be played. This will be discussed furtheronce
the castings have been decided and following castings throughout your course. They
should be worn in the rehearsals leading up to the show. These can be purchased at
any dance shop. You are free to purchase these before casting and use them within
classes and rehearsals where appropriate.

Hair must be tied back, andyou are advised to leave all jewellery at home. Jeans must
not be worn in any session.Contemporary Dance classes will require bare feet unless
there is proof of a medical condition that prevents this. All other dance classes will
require the appropriate footwear for that style.

Most theoretical work will be submitted electronically but you are advised to bring
stationery to take notes such as:
